Hon beréttar att hennes frémsta anledning till att vilja tréffas var att framfdra sitt djupa tack och
sin uppskattning for allt kampanjarbete som Amnesty International har gjort for hennes skull och
att betona hur viktigt detta arbete varit. Hon papekade att medan hon satt fangslad var hon
medveten om ndr blixtaktioner (UA), pressmeddelanden och/eller Skriv fdr frihet-kampanjen
genomfordes till hennes stid, och att detta inte bara gav henne ett stort stéd, utan ocksa gjorde
henne medveten om att myndigheterna kénde till kampanjandet, vilket hjdlpte henne.

Hon ndmnde tva sarskilda tillfdllen som etsat sig fast hos henne. Det ena var under en
farhandling i domstolen, ndr hon mycket kort fick se hennes akt och sdg kopior av Amnestys
blixtaktioner fér henne. Det andra tillféllet var ndr hon utsattes fér nya forhér och hennes
farhdrsledare hanvisade till kampanjandet kopplat till Skriv for frihet — han trodde att han hanade
henne, men Atena sa att det i sjélva verket gav henne stor trist att veta att kampanjen pagick.

Hon beréttade att hon efter sin frigivning sag hela omfattningen av Amnestys insatser fir henne,
men hon ville sérskilt lyfta fram dessa tva tillfallen fran tiden da hon satt fangslad eftersom de
gjorde sa starkt intryck pa henne. Hon betonade ocksa vérdet av Amnestys aktivism
och sa att dessa insatser, ndr nagon sitter frihetsberévad, inte kan éverskattas
— de visar bade myndigheterna att aktivister runt om i virlden féljer vad som
hédnder, och forsédkrar den fangslade personen om att hen inte ar bortgléomd.

PETITION SIGNING WITH A QR CODE -
HOW DOES IT WORK?

For more actions such as rapid-response actions and campaigns, email actions have
become increasingly common. Email actions work so that when a person signs a
petition on our website, an email is automatically sent to the decision-maker who
can influence an individual case or an issue. The person signing also provides their
email address, which allows us, among other things, to filter out duplicates. The
email address is not displayed and is not passed on to the decision-maker.

However, we do receive the email address when we collect signatures digitally — and
that is incredibly valuable. It means we can reach more people, across the whole
country, and invite them to join our movement. But it’s only when you activists
make contact that things really start to happen. You reach people we would
otherwise never be able to reach. Each lead is a chance to spark engagement, build
relationships, and make our movement bigger and stronger.

We are testing this during Write for Rights, where three of the individuals we are
highlighting have email actions. We will evaluate this later in the year together with
those of us who participated in the campaign. But from the groups I've spoken
with, it has gone surprisingly well, and it's wonderful to hear!

GREETING FROM THE HUMAN RIGHTS DEFENDER
ATENA DAEMI ﬁf

Amnesty International has taken action for and with Atena Daemi from her arrest in
October 2014 until January 2022. In 2018, Atena was part of Write for Rights, and
we continued to campaign for and with her during the global long-term campaign
Brave.

Atena is an Iranian human rights defender and a strong advocate for the rights of
women and girls, as well as for the abolition of the death penalty in Iran — and it was
for this that she was arrested. She no longer lives in Iran today. During a meeting in
London with the Iran team, she asked this to be passed on to all of us who have
taken action in her case:

Atena Daemi wanted to meet to express her deep gratitude for Amnesty
International’s long-term campaigning on her behalf. While imprisoned, she was
aware of Urgent Actions, press releases, and Write for Rights activities supporting
her. These efforts comforted her and also signaled that the authorities knew the world
was watching.

Two moments especially stayed with her: seeing copies of Amnesty’s Urgent Actions
in her court file, and hearing an interrogator refer to the Write for Rights campaign—
something that, instead of intimidating her, reassured her that people were still
advocating for her.

After her release, she learned the full extent of Amnesty’s work, but she highlighted
these prison moments because they meant so much. She stressed that activism for
people who are detained is invaluable: it pressures authorities and reminds the
imprisoned person that they are not forgotten.

THE DEATH PENALTY IN 2025

During October, around 20 groups campaigned against the death penalty,
specifically for Sharifeh Mohammadi, Ahmadreza Djalali, and Abdullah al-Derazi,
demanding that their death sentences be overturned! Together, everyone
campaigning on the streets collected over 2,000 signatures to send to the
authorities.

In October, we received the terrible news that Abdullah al-Derazi was executed in
Saudi Arabia on October 20 for a crime he is alleged to have committed as a child.
We will continue the fight against the death penalty and for those sentenced to
death for alleged crimes committed as children.

We also received news that Sharifeh’s death sentence has once again been
commuted, this time to 30 years in prison. We will continue campaigning for her
release.

For those of us who missed it, Ahmadreza is no longer forcibly disappeared; he is
now back in Evin Prison and has been able to contact his wife, Vida. We continue
the fight for Ahmadreza to be able to return home to his family!

On 22 November, Group 137 celebrated its 50th year in Gothenburg with an anniversary
event featuring short speeches, lectures, and entertainment. During the celebration,
Secretary General Anna Johansson spoke about Amnesty’s important role in supporting
those who want to make a difference. Banar Sabet, Head of the Mobilisation and
Organising Department, also highlighted the vital work of activists for Amnesty and how
the department supports them.

The day also included discussions on democracy and its status in different countries, a
brief lecture on how to define a genocide and who is responsible for preventing one, as
well as an overview of the human rights situation in Eritrea, with a focus on the
imprisoned journalist Dawit Isaak.

The group
presented what they have accomplished over the years, what they are doing today, and
what they plan to do in the future.

The group was founded in the autumn of 1975 and has since written letters to various
regimes around the world where people have been imprisoned as prisoners of conscience.
Over the years, the group has organised various exhibitions to highlight different human
rights issues and has raised funds for those in need

Our lecture tour, A-day, is coming to an end, which means it’s time for us, Ella and
Sanna to say thank you for this incredible experience!

During the semester, we've had the opportunity to visit schools across the country and
meet amazing students. In total, we've been to 23 cities and met around 5,000 high
school students who have gained a deeper understanding of issues and cases related
to human rights.

The purpose of our lecture tour is to increase engagement and knowledge about
human rights. The content of A-day varies from year to year. This autumn, we have
focused on freedom of expression, particularly in relation to social media. We have
visited countries such as Saudi Arabia and the United States, and shared the story of
Manahel Al-Otaibi. We have also highlighted the ongoing genocide in Gaza, the
women’s movement in Iran, the military’s rule after the coup in Myanmar, and the
devastation in Ukraine.

Even though we live in a time of uncertainty, we have shown through lectures and
workshops that change is possible—and absolutely necessary!
