Den 25 april ar det 10 ar sedan som Svensk-iranske lakaren
och forskaren Ahmadreza Djalali greps | Iran under en jobbresa
dit. Sedan dess har han i perioder utsatts for isolering, tortyr
och hot mot sin familj fér att tvingas till fabricerade
“erkannanden” om spioneri for Israels rakning. Trots att han
fornekar anklagelserna om spioneri démdes han till déden
oktober 2017 efter en djupt bristfallig rattsprocess, och
iranska statliga medier har anvant hans fall i politiska syften.

Ahmadreza har vi pa svenska sektionen av Amnesty arbetat for och med under flera ar

och vi kommer fortsatta att gora sa tills han friges och aterférenas med sin familj. Den 25
april ser vi garna att fler grupper och aktivister lyfter Ahmadreza pa olika satt. Nasta vecka

BLIXTAKTION FOR FANGAR I IRAN

BAKGRUND

Pagaende flyganfall i narheten av iranska fangelser — samtidigt som internet slackts ned —
utsatter tusentals frihetsberévade manniskor, daribland barn, for livsfara. Trots det vagrar
myndigheterna att frige politiska fangar eller bevilja frigivning pa humanitara grunder.
Darmed utsatter iranska myndigheter medvetet manniskor for risk for déd, skador och
fortsatta dvergrepp.

Fangar rapporterar panik nar explosioner hors nara fangelsekomplex som Evin och
Urumieh, och vissa har forts bort till okdnda platser eller omraden nara militara mal, vilket
okar oron for att de kan skadas eller férsvinna. Samtidigt berévas fangar tillgang till mat,
vatten och grundldggande tjanster nar betalningssystem slutar fungera och livsnédvandi-
ga resurser inte nar fram. Manga halls under férhallanden som praglas av éverbelaggning,
misshandel och grova rattsévergrepp.

STYRELSEN HALSAR

Kara medlem,

Vi vill dela lite tankar och beskrivningar av de dagar vi som den svenska delegationen just haft
tillsammans med kollegor fran hela Europa och Centralasien i Amnestys sé kallade regionala forum.
Det var dagar som paminde oss om hur avgérande vart Amnestyarbete &r i en tid nar rattigheter
utmanas och auktoritara krafter vaxer.

Vi vet att alla vi som medlemmar moter allvaret i var vardag och det &r tydligt hur starka krafter
utmanar manskliga rattigheter globalt och lokalt. Hur auktoritara tendenser och repressiva atgarder
Okar. Vi ser en ojamlikhet som véxer och civilsamhallets utrymme som krymper. Allt detta var
viktiga perspektiv in i dagarna i Amsterdam. Vi lyssnade till kollegor som varje dag arbetade i nagra
av varldens mest utsatta och komplexa situationer:

e Ukraina, dar det rader brist pa mat och vatten. Manniskor lever i oro for sina anhoériga som ligger
vid fronten. Var kollega Veronika Velch, chef for Amnesty i Ukraina, beskriver hur situationen
i Ukraina ar centralt for fred i Europa och menar att det ar viktigt att skapa hopp bade for den
nara morgondagen och att for att sékerstélla att inget land i framtiden ska befinna sig i samma
situation som Ukraina. Hon sade ocksa att Amnestys arbete skapar hopp i en mork varld.

e Gaza, dar langvariga manniskorattsbrott skapat en humanitar verklighet praglad av brist pa mat,
skydd och rattvisa — en vardag som utmérks av "slow death”, som var kollega Budour Hassan
kallar det. Budour arbetar som researcher for Amnesty i Gaza och pa Vastbanken. Hon beskriver
att dédandet har minskat, att det finns sma tecken pa att livet atervander. For forsta gangen pa
lange kan barnen sova utan skor, eftersom de inte behdver ha samma beredskap att spinga fran
bomberna mitt i natten.

e Arktis och Grénland, dar beskrev Nina Sikkersoq, som tillhor urfolket pa Gronland, hur 6kade
geopolitiska intressen riskerar att tranga undan urfolks rattigheter. Nina betonade med eftertryck
att urfolk maste inkluderas i beslut som formar deras framtid.

¢ Venezuela, Marcos Gomez, chef for Al Venezuela, beskrev hur viktigt det &r att Amnesty arbe-
tar utifran vara styrkor som organisation, men ocksa skyddar oss sjalva fran radslans effekter. |
svara situationer kan radslan invadera oss, forlama oss. Allt det som hander far bensin av radsla.
Radsla och desinformation drev pa auktoritara krafter i Venezuela och paminner oss om betydel-
sen av dokumentation, samarbete och tydlig kommunikation.

Trots det allvarliga laget fanns det ocksa en stark kénsla av mojlig féorandring under dagarna i Am-
sterdam. Var internationella generalsekreterare, Agnes Callamard, talade om att vi just nu befinner
oss i ett avgérande historiskt 6gonblick. Hon lyfte fram Amnestys motstandsstrategi — Defend, Dis-
rupt, Transform — och att detta ger oss riktning: Att férsvara grundlaggande rattigheter och institu-
tioner (defend), att motverka politik och lagar som hotade manniskors frihet och vardighet (disrupt)
och att bygga langsiktiga l6sningar och nya vagval for framtiden (transform). En fjarde dimension
betonades ocksa av Agnes: att starka var egen organisations féormaga att agera flexibelt, modigt och
effektivt i en féranderlig verklighet.



STYRELSEN HALSAR FORTS.

Vi agnade ocksa mycket tid under helgen & kommande motioner infor Amnestys internationella
arsmote, General Assembly, som gar av stapeln 2026. Arets motioner handlar bland annat om stod
till sektioner i exil (som till exempel Amnety Hong Kong eller Amnesty Burkina Faso, som inte
langre kan verka pa plats i det egna landet), att férstarka Amnestys narvaro i Nordafrika och
Mellandstern, forslag for att férandra hur Amnesty finansieras och hur resurserna férdelas och att
starka arbetet for att minska Iéneskillnader mellan méan, kvinnor och andra personer inom Amnesty.

Vi fick ocksa chansen att lyfta en av Amnesty Sveriges motioner, som vi skrivit tillsammans med
Amnesty Schweiz och Amnesty Nigeria. Den handlar om att skapa langsiktighet och stabilitet for
Amnestys globala manniskoréattsbistand, dar ju Amnestyfonden ingar. Tanken ar att férma hela
rorelsen att ta ett storre gemensamt dgandeskap och ansvar for arbetet. |dag star Sverige och
Schweiz for 80% av finansieringen, vilket inte ar hallbart pa sikt. Efter detta regionala forum ska
alla Amnestysektioner rosta vilka av de 27 motionerna som vi vill diskutera och besluta om pa det
internationella arsmotet.

Det blev ménga langa sittningar under helgen, men ocksa manga fina och viktiga samtal som gav
hopp. Ett sddant samtal handlade om hur var globala rérelse, med tio miljoner medlemmar, kan bli
annu starkare, mer innovativ och battre rustad att moéta en tid da rattsstatens principer forsvagas
och samhallskontraktet skrivs om.

Sarskilt inspirerande var de unga ledarna pa plats. Kloka, kunniga och varderingsdrivna ar de med
att leda Amnesty in i framtiden. Centralt for vara Youth Delegates blev darfor fragan om hur vi som
organisation kan fa in fler unga medlemmar varlden éver. De unga delegaterna samarbetade bland
annat i att spela in klipp som kommer att publiceras pa nagra sektioners sociala medier. | dessa
klipp besvarar de unga ledarna bland annat pa fragor som varféor Amnesty ar viktigt, vad Amnesty
som organisation betyder och varfér unga ar viktiga i kampen for manskliga rattigheter. Bland vara
Youth Delegates diskuterades aven en motion infér Global Assembly 2026 som handlar om att hdja
aldern pa vad som klassas som “youth” i organisationen.

Vi reste hem efter Amsterdam med starkt beslutsamhet, djup tacksamhet och en paminnelse om
varfor vart arbete aldrig kan tas for givet. Samarbetet, uthalligheten och viljan att férnya oss &r vart
starkaste verktyg i en tid av motvind.

Under helgen kunde vi inte lata bli att tanka pa bréderna Lejonhjarta och det valkénda citatet:
"Ibland maste man géra saker man inte vagar, annars dr man ingen manniska utan bara en liten
lort.” Det &r tydligt, vart mod prévas nu. Och mod vaxer nar vi star tillsammans.

Du som medlem &r en viktig del av denna modiga rérelse. Ditt engagemang betyder nagot — och vi
hoppas innerligt att fa mota dig pa vart arsméte i Goteborg med arets tema: "Kraft i gemenskap”.

Tillsammans forsvarar vi manskliga rattigheter. Tillsammans kan vi géra skillnad. Och tillsammans
fortsatter vi — med modet, hoppet och styrkan fran en global rérelse som aldrig ger upp.

IMPRISONED FOR 10 YEARS

25 April marks 10 years since the Swedish-lranian doctor and
researcher Ahmadreza Djalali was arrested in Iran during a work
trip. Since then, he has at times been subjected to solitary
confinement, torture, and threats against his family in order
to force fabricated “confessions” of spying for Israel. Despite
denying the espionage charges, he was sentenced to death in
October 2017 after a deeply flawed trial, and Iranian state
media has used his case for political purposes.

We at the Swedish section of Amnesty have been working for and with Ahmadreza for many
years, and we will continue to do so until he is released and reunited with his family. On
25 April, we encourage more groups and activists to highlight Ahmadreza in various ways.
Next week (week 13), materials and instructions for activism at different levels will be
available on the Activist Portal to download or use digitally.

URGENT ACTION FOR PRISONERS IN IRAN

There is a new urgent action concerning the thousands of people who are being held in
detention in Iran. The urgent action will also be published on amnesty.se under

“Skriv_ Under”, but you can already act on it through letter-writing —

you can find the urgent action in English here!

BACKGROUND

Ongoing airstrikes near Iranian prisons — at the same time as the internet has been shut
down — are putting thousands of detained people, including children, in life-threatening
danger. Despite this, the authorities refuse to release political prisoners or grant release on
humanitarian grounds. By doing so, the Iranian authorities are knowingly exposing people
to the risk of death, injury, and further abuses.

Prisoners report panic when explosions are heard near prison complexes such as Evin and
Urumieh, and some have been taken to unknown locations or areas close to military tar-
gets, heightening concern that they may be harmed or disappeared. At the same time, de-
tainees are deprived of access to food, water, and basic services as payment systems stop
functioning and essential supplies fail to reach them. Many are held in conditions marked
by overcrowding, ill-treatment, and serious violations of their rights.

We would like to test this system in connection with Pride, so to gain access to the portal,
your group needs to register to create a login using this form.

NEW INDIVIDUAL CONNECTED T0 LGBTI RIGHTS AND RUSSIA

We have begun working for and with a new Individual at Risk (IAR) connected to LGBTI
rights and Russia. Because Amnesty is considered an “undesirable organization” in Russia
and any association with us can lead to severe penalties, | will not include the person’s
name or any personal details in this newsletter, as it is published publicly.

Sharing information about the individual in connection with Amnesty could pose a security
risk to them.

And for my mother, who continues to face heavy trials despite her conditional release, it is
a light in the darkness.

Thank you to Amnesty for making this possible. You carry our voices to places where they
would otherwise have been stifled.”

Last year, during the Write for Rights campaign, we highlighted the case of lawyer Sonia
Dahmani. Sonia was conditionally released on 27 November 2025, during the campaign
period, and Amnesty will continue the work until Sonia is unconditionally released, her
sentences overturned, and all charges against her dropped.

GREETINGS FROM THE BOARD

Dear member,

We would like to share some reflections and descriptions from the days we, the Swedish delegation,
recently spent together with colleagues from all over Europe and Central Asia at Amnesty’s so-cal-
led Regional Forum. These were days that reminded us how crucial our work at Amnesty is in a
time when rights are being challenged and authoritarian forces are growing.

We know that all of us, as members, encounter this seriousness in our everyday lives, and it is clear
how powerful forces are challenging human rights globally and locally. How authoritarian tendenci-
es and repressive measures are increasing. We see growing inequality and a shrinking civic space.
All these perspectives were important during our days in Amsterdam. We listened to colleagues who
work daily in some of the world’s most vulnerable and complex situations:

e Ukraine, where there is a lack of food and water. People live in constant worry for their relatives
at the front. Our colleague Veronika Velch, Director of Amnesty Ukraine, described how the situ-
ation in Ukraine is central to peace in Europe and stressed the importance of creating hope —
both for the near future and to ensure that no country should ever face what Ukraine is facing
again. She also said that Amnesty’s work brings hope in a dark world.

e (aza, where long-standing human rights violations have created a humanitarian reality marked
by a lack of food, shelter, and justice — a daily life shaped by what our colleague Budour Has-
san calls “slow death.” Budour works as a researcher for Amnesty in Gaza and the West Bank.
She described how the level of killings has decreased and how there are small signs of life retur-
ning. For the first time in a long while, children can sleep without their shoes on because they
do not need the same readiness to run from bombs in the middle of the night.

e The Arctic and Greenland, where Nina Sikkersoq, a member of the Indigenous population of
Greenland, described how increasing geopolitical interest risks pushing aside Indigenous rights.
Nina emphasized strongly that Indigenous peoples must be included in decisions shaping their
future.

e \enezuela, where Marcos Gomez, Director of Amnesty Venezuela, explained the importance
of Amnesty working from its organizational strengths while also protecting ourselves from the
effects of fear. In difficult situations, fear can invade us, paralyze us. Everything that happens
gains fuel from fear. Fear and disinformation strengthened authoritarian forces in Venezuela and
remind us of the importance of documentation, cooperation, and clear communication.

Despite the seriousness of these issues, there was also a strong feeling of potential for change
during the days in Amsterdam. Our International Secretary General, Agnes Callamard, spoke about
how we are currently at a crucial historical moment. She highlighted Amnesty’s resistance strategy
— Defend, Disrupt, Transform — and how it gives us direction: to defend fundamental rights and
institutions (defend), to counter policies and laws that threaten people’s freedom and dignity
(disrupt), and to build long-term solutions and new future pathways (transform). A fourth dimension
was also emphasized by Agnes: strengthening our organization’s ability to act flexibly, courageously,
and effectively in a changing reality.



BOARD GREETINGS CONTINUED

We also spent a great deal of time during the weekend on motions for Amnesty’s International
General Assembly, taking place in 2026. This year’s motions include support for sections in exile
(such as Amnesty Hong Kong or Amnesty Burkina Faso, which can no longer operate in their home
countries), strengthening Amnesty’s presence in North Africa and the Middle East, proposals to
change how Amnesty is funded and how resources are distributed, and strengthening efforts to
reduce pay gaps between men, women, and others within Amnesty.

We also had the opportunity to present one of Amnesty Sweden’s motions, written together with
Amnesty Switzerland and Amnesty Nigeria. |t concerns creating long-term stability for Amnesty’s
global human rights assistance — including the Amnesty Fund. The idea is to encourage the entire
movement to assume greater shared ownership and responsibility for this work. Today, Sweden and
Switzerland contribute 80% of the funding, which is not sustainable long-term. After this Regional
Forum, all Amnesty sections will vote on which of the 27 motions should be discussed and decided
upon at the International General Assembly.

There were many long sessions over the weekend, but also many important and uplifting conversa-
tions that gave us hope. One such conversation focused on how our global movement — with ten
million members — can grow even stronger, more innovative, and better equipped to face a time
when the rule of law is weakening and the social contract is being rewritten.

Especially inspiring were the young leaders who participated. Wise, knowledgeable, and values-dri-
ven, they are ready to lead Amnesty into the future. A central issue for our Youth Delegates was how
we, as an organization, can attract more young members worldwide. The young delegates collabora-
ted on recording short video clips that will be published on several sections’ social media channels.
In these clips, young leaders answer questions about why Amnesty is important, what the organiza-
tion means to them, and why young people are essential in the struggle for human rights. Among
our Youth Delegates, discussions also focused on a motion for the Global Assembly 2026 that
proposes raising the age limit for what is classified as “youth” within the organization.

We returned home from Amsterdam with renewed determination, deep gratitude, and a reminder
that our work can never be taken for granted. Cooperation, perseverance, and the will to adapt are
our strongest tools in a time of headwinds.

During the weekend, we could not help but think of The Brothers Lionheart and the well-known
quote: “Sometimes you have to do things you're afraid of, otherwise you’re not a human being —
just a little piece of dirt.” It is clear that our courage is being tested now. And courage grows when
we stand together.

You, as a member, are an important part of this courageous movement. Your engagement matters —
and we sincerely hope to meet you at our Annual General Meeting in Gothenburg, with this year’s
theme: “Strength in Community.”

Together we defend human rights. Together we can make a difference.And together we continue —
with the courage, hope, and strength of a global movement that never gives up.
