Vi ar motkraften som synliggdr brotten mot manskliga rattigheter under
folkmord och krig. Och nar polariseringen vaxer, nar dem av oss som har invandrar-, flyk-
ting- och migrationsbakgrund misstankliggérs, nar rasismen frodas och nar vi ser en 6k-
ande politisering av manskliga rattigheter, da ar vi ocksa motkraften. Vi star stadigt i var
vardegrund — allas lika varde och opartiskhet.

Arsmatet visade pa var demokratiska grund — dppenhet, debatt och medlemsinflytande.
Forslaget om arsmoten vartannat ar rostades ned, men arsmotet fattade beslut om att flytta
arsmotet till hosten med start 2027. Beslut fattades ocksd om 6kat finansiellt stod till
Amnestyfonden under 2027. Amnesty Sverige har tagit initiativ till en motion till Amnestys
internationella &rsmote om Okat globalt ansvar for finansiering och avkolonialisering for vart
manniskorattsbistand. Vi invantar beslut i augusti.

Vi firade ocksa tre nya lokalféreningar under 2025 — och siktar annu hogre framat. Att star-
ka det lokala engagemanget och den lokala makten ar avgérande, liksom var satsning pa
okad insamling for att kunna gora mer. Det ar tva fokusomraden foér oss som nyvald styrel-
se. Jag och resten av styrelsen ar glada att bli inbjudna till olika méten och tillfallen lokalt
bjud tex in oss till en digital kaffe med er styrelse eller grupp fér dppna samtal och viktiga
dialoger.

Efter en harligt intensiv helg i Géteborg kan jag konstatera; vi kan tycka olika i sakfragor —
men vi star enade i det viktigaste: manskliga rattigheter géller alla!

What do we want the next government to remember? Welcome to Amnesty’s digital
information session on 20 August at 6:00 PM, where we will present our upcoming elec-
tion campaign and the issues we want the next government to prioritise.

AMNESTY’S ELECTION PRIORITIES FOR 2026 ARE:

Strengthen Sami rights!

The climate transition must take place with respect for human rights, and Sami Indigenous
knowledge is an important part of this. Legislation must be strengthened to ensure Free,
Prior and Informed Consent (FPIC), so that the Sdmi people are guaranteed long-term cul-
tural survival.

Take strong action against structural racism!

Implement key measures to counter structural racism, such as expanding and strengthe-
ning anti-discrimination legislation, addressing racial profiling, and introducing equality
data.

Stand up for freedom of expression, assembly, and protest!
Stop stigmatizing and demonizing those who protest, and protect and defend the right to
demonstrate. No restrictions on the right to protest!

Protect LGBTQI+ rights!

Trans people are among the most vulnerable groups. Sweden needs to legally protect trans
people’s right to be and to be recognized as who they are. The government and parliame-

nt have a duty to respect and protect the human rights of trans people—not contribute to

transphobia in society.

Stop the restriction of asylum and migration rights!

A series of introduced and proposed legislative changes risk significantly weakening the
protection of rights for asylum seekers, refugees, and non-citizens in Sweden. Legal cer-
tainty in the asylum process, the right to family life, non-discrimination, and children’s

rights are under threat. We need a migration policy that upholds human rights and equal
dignity for all.

Stop men’s violence against women before it happens!
Men’s violence against women must be prevented before it occurs, and women subjected
to violence and survivors of rape must have access to justice and receive adequate support.

At the 2024 Annual General Meeting, the Swedish section decided to join Amnesty In-
ternational’s global initiative known as the 2048 Commission—a global project aimed at
developing new ideas for how human rights can be strengthened in a world marked by cli-
mate crisis, inequality, and rapid technological change, as well as strengthening our work
on how to act, respond, and operate in relation to authoritarian states.

We now want to bring together a working group within Amnesty Sweden to:

e Explore these issues in greater depth, with a particular focus on the role of the UN in
safeguarding human rights in the future

e Contribute perspectives from our movement to the global work within the project

e Explore how this can be linked to mobilisation and engagement in Sweden

Hi,

Thank you so much for your engagement and for everything you do in the name of
Amnesty. And thank you to those of you who were in Gothenburg—it was wonderful to
meet you!

| am both proud and grateful for the trust placed in me to continue as Chair. After two
years in this role, one thing is clear: our movement is needed more than ever. We are a
counterforce at a time when human rights are being questioned, when freedom of
expression is being restricted, and when human rights defenders are being silenced. We
are the counterforce that exposes human rights violations during genocide and war. And as
polarization grows—when those of us with immigrant, refugee, and migration backgrounds
are viewed with suspicion, when racism is on the rise, and when we see increasing
politicization of human rights—we are that counterforce. We stand firm in our core values:
equality and impartiality.

The Annual General Meeting demonstrated our democratic foundation—openness, debate,
and member influence. The proposal to hold AGMs every other year was rejected, but the
meeting decided to move the AGM to the autumn starting in 2027. A decision was also
made to increase financial support to the Amnesty Fund in 2027. Amnesty Sweden has
taken the initiative to submit a motion to Amnesty’s International Council Meeting on
increased global responsibility for funding and the decolonisation of our human rights
work. We are awaiting a decision in August.

We also celebrated three new local groups in 2025—and we aim even higher going for-
ward. Strengthening local engagement and local power is crucial, as is our investment in
increased fundraising so that we can do more. These are two key focus areas for us as a
newly elected Board. | and the rest of the Board are happy to be invited to local meetings
and events—please invite us to a digital coffee with your board or group for open
conversations and important dialogue.

After a wonderfully intense weekend in Gothenburg, | can conclude this: we may have
different views on specific issues—but we stand united in what matters most: human
rights apply to everyone.
