The global transition to electric vehicles has fueled a sharp increase in demand for
lithium, cobalt, and other rare minerals — often with human rights as the hidden cost.
This presentation highlights Amnesty’s report on the electric car industry, with a
particular focus on the Democratic Republic of the Congo (DRC), where child labor and
hazardous working conditions remain widespread in mines linked to global battery
supply chains. Albiola Rydén (Amnesty Goteborg) presents the report’s key findings,
connects them to the responsibility of the electric vehicle industry, and invites
discussion on how activists can take action — as consumers, advocates, and engaged
citizens
