GOOD NEWS: CHARGES AGAINST GEZA
DROPPED!

The charges against human rights defender and Pride organizer Géza Buzas-Habel have
been dropped. This is an important victory for the right to peaceful assembly and for eve-
ryone who has stood up for Géza. Thanks to strong international solidarity, thousands of
people around the world have shown their support since the investigation against him
began last autumn. A warm thank you to all activists who took action!

Géza faced prosecution after helping to organize a peaceful Pride march in the Hungarian
city of Pécs in October 2025. The march went ahead despite a ban imposed by the autho-
rities under Hungary’s so-called “anti-Pride law.” The law, adopted in March 2025, allows
authorities to prohibit demonstrations in support of LGBTQI+ rights and opens the door to
fines for participants and legal action against organizers.

As a result, we will no longer be featuring Géza's case in our Pride campaign. Instead, we
will be campaigning in support of LGBTQI+ activists in Turkiye. To learn more about their
case, visit amnesty.se.

SUMMER GREETINGS FROM SECRETARY
GENERAL ANNA JOHANSSON

“Dear Amnesty member,,

At the end of May, we marked an important anniversary: Amnesty International turned

65 years old.Amnesty was founded in 1961 by Peter Benenson after he read about two
Portuguese students who had been imprisoned for raising a toast to freedom. He wrote an
article, The Forgotten Prisoners, and announced a campaign he intended to launch. The
campaign was called “Appeal for Amnesty, 1961.” And then something remarkable
happened: people responded.

Our movement was born from a simple idea — that human rights become reality when
people choose to act together. Within just a few years, Amnesty grew from a handful of
groups in London into a global movement with thousands of members across many
countries. The organization quickly became an established voice for political and civil
rights around the world.

As we look back on our 65-year history, there is much to celebrate. Our conviction remains
as strong as ever: human rights belong to everyone, regardless of who you are, what you
look like, or where you come from. At the same time, our work is far from finished.

We see rights being undermined. We see structural racism persist. We see the climate
crisis being ignored. We see technological developments enabling surveillance, censorship,
threats, and hatred. We see people being silenced, imprisoned, and oppressed. Amnesty’s
mission has not become smaller — quite the opposite. Today, our work is broader and more
demanding than ever before.

We have a history to be proud of. But it is also a history that carries responsibility —
a responsibility that each generation of activists, members, and staff must carry forward.

That is why | would like to conclude with a heartfelt thank you.

Thank you for continuing the struggle that was started by those who came before us.
Thank you for making it possible for the next generation to carry it forward.

And thank you for representing hope for change — even in the darkest moments.
