START GEARING UP FOR 8 MARCH 2026

In March 2025, we ran, walked and rolled together for the rights of women and girls. In 2026,
we will do it again — and we would love to see more locations, more activists and more voices
taking part.

Around 8 March 2026, everyone — local associations, Amnesty groups, individual activists,
private individuals, colleagues at work and others — can organise their own Run for Her Rights
events: running or walking, large or small. For women in war and conflict. For all women.
Always. Participants do not need to be elite runners — run, walk or roll. What matters is bring-
ing people together, taking up space locally and showing solidarity in motion.

Are you, your group or your local association interested in organising something where you
live? Start talking it through already! In addition to Run for Her Rights, there will be campaign
materials such as posters and petition sheets to highlight and help put an end to the unimagi-
nable systematic sexual violence that women are subjected to in Sudan.

Regarding your activities and individual actions, please complete the following form no
later than 15 February.

local association (ahead of the local association’s annual meeting).

Accounting groups

e Financial reports must be sent to the Secretariat after the group’s annual meeting.

e Groups affiliated with a local association should submit a short annual report to the
local association ahead of its annual meeting (as a contribution to the local associa-
tion’s annual report).

Local association
e Financial reports must be sent to the Secretariat after the annual meeting.
e The annual report must be sent to the Secretariat after the annual meeting.

WINTER GREATING TO ACTIVISTS

FROM SECRETARY-GENERAL ANNA JOHANSSON

Dear Amnesty members,

Over the past month, | have been reflecting
on Amnesty’s history. Amnesty was founded
more than 60 years ago, and since then we
have waged an tireless struggle for human
rights. Along the way, we have achieved
many successes, but we have also faced
setbacks.

There are several important lessons to be
drawn from our history.

Change takes time. When Amnesty began campaigning against the death penalty in 1972,
only 16 countries had abolished it. In 2024, the situation is reversed—only 15 countries in the
entire world carry out executions. Our work is rarely about quick fixes; instead, we stand on the
shoulders of those who came before us and build bridges for those who will come after. Change
takes time!

Change requires cooperation. In a polarized era in which the world’s countries are finding it
increasingly difficult to confront our collective global challenges—where asylum seekers and
migrants are not welcome anywhere, where climate negotiation after climate negotiation
collapses, where genocides are livestreamed, and where power politics and self-interest
matter more than justice and dialogue—cooperation is crucial if we are to make our voices
heard. Change requires cooperation!

International solidarity is essential. International solidarity is part of our DNA. It is enshrined in
Amnesty’s international statutes and constitutes one of the organization’s fundamental
principles. We know that no one is safe until everyone is safe, because our freedoms are
interconnected. Our struggles are intertwined. No justice is real unless it applies to everyone.

Because the story of Amnesty is not only the story of the fight for human rights. It is, to an even
greater extent, a story of perseverance. Of cooperation across borders, cultures, and conflicts.
And it is a story that offers hope: when we stand together, we can overcome most obstacles.

With that, | would like to extend a warm and heartfelt thank you to you all for the past year.
Thank you for all the times you learn from one another, support one another, and give one
another strength.

Thank you for your perseverance and your patience! Thank you for your willingness to
cooperate! And thank you for your solidarity! Without you - no Amnesty Sweden.
